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Welcome to the Freshwater Biological Association’s laboratory beside Windermere.
The Association’s laboratory is beside the Ferry Landing on the west shore of Windermere, England’s largest natural lake.  The conference suite, with powerpoint projection, will be available for lecture and poster sessions and the lab for looking at diatom material.  Also of interest will be the FBA library and Fritsch Collection.

The weekend will follow the usual pattern of offered talks, posters, walks (or even swims!) and discussion. Saturday, and Sunday morning will be spent at the FBA.  Saturday afternoon can be used for examining material, the facilities or for visiting the area.   Microscopes are available at the lab. but few have phase contrast.
Accommodation
